Rajya Sabha Passes Real Estate Bill, 2015

The Rajya Sabha passed a landmark Real
Estate Bill, 2015 on 10th March, 2016.The Bill
promises to secure the interests of both
home buyers and developers equally, and
reduce scope for corruption in the realty
sector which contributes nine percent to the
country's GDP,

The Bill was passed with twenty
amendments to accommodate the views
and suggestions of different stakeholders
and political parties.

Venkaiah Naidu. the Union Minister for
Parliamentary Affairs, claimed that the Bill
will facilitate better regulatory oversight and
orderly growth of real estate business. This Bill
was earlier rejected by the Congress
dominated Rajya Sabha alleging that it
favoured the developers and did not serve
the interests of consumers. The Bill could be
passed due to the cooperation of the
Congress this fime.

The Bill provides for imprisonment of up to
three years in case of promoters and up to
one year in case of real estate agents and
buyers for violation of orders.

Further, once the Bill becomes law, real
estate developers will be required 1o
deposit 70% of the funds received from
buyers for a project into an escrow account
so that funds cannot be directed to other
projects.

With this Bill investment in a new house will
become safer and thereby will also help

the real estate sector to grow in healthy
manner.
